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There are four parts to the Language Arts curriculum:

· Reading

· Writing

· Grammar

· Spelling

Below is a schedule for each seven day unit that our class will follow unless we are doing a novel study or we have had days off from school.

DAY 1-
Warm-up: Editing and Sequence Practice 
Read the week’s story as a class. Schedule is posted on the SOCS website.
First Thoughts
Short prompt based on story for students to reflect after reading. They keep a language arts journal for this purpose.

DAY 2-
Warm-up: Editing and Skill Builder 
Element Notepad-This activity is done together as a class or small group. We determine the genre of the story, the author’s purpose, characters, main character, setting, plot, problem-solution (resolution), cause and effect, summarize the story, theme, and figurative language.

DAY 3-

Warm-up: Editing and Reading Comprehension

Vocabulary Matrix

Includes 8 vocabulary words for the week’s feature story from our “Elements of Literature” textbook. Students look up the definitions, find the part of speech, and list synonyms and antonyms for each word.


DAY 4-

Warm-up: Editing and Nonfiction Comprehension Practice

Go over vocabulary matrix as a class.

DEAR Time


Students read independently their selected books as they record the pages read in their reading log and write a brief summary for the day’s reading.

DAY 5-
Warm-up: Editing and Read All About It Skill Practice
Grammar/Writing Lesson

Go over skills needed in grammar to be successful writers in sixth grade and practice the writing process.
DEAR Time


Students read independently their selected books as they record the pages read in their reading log and write a brief summary for the day’s reading.

DAY 6-
Warm-up: Editing and Vocabulary Word Games
Reread Story with a Partner

Story Comprehension and Vocabulary Practice Sheet-Students answer questions based on the story and use the vocabulary words in the proper context.

DAY 7-
No warm-ups
Story Comprehension & Vocabulary Test

Students will have the opportunity to use their textbook, vocabulary matrix, and element notepad to assist them on the test. Tests are usually worth 15-20 points per week.
Spelling Test
Students also take 8 word spelling test based on the words from the vocabulary matrix for the featured story.
