
 Classroom Guidelines—PreCalculus
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BE PROMPT!
The handbook tardy policy will be followed.  No restroom passes will be granted until after the lesson is completed.

BE PREPARED!
Every day you will need a pencil, paper, text and homework assignment.   Please do not use ink.  TI-84 classroom graphing calculators are available for school use only, but older models may be checked out, with the understanding that replacement cost is $90. You may wish to purchase your own, as they will be valuable in college as well.


BE POLITE!
 Please be considerate and respectful of each other and of me, and I will do the same. Plain bottled water is allowed in the classroom, as well as candy, as long as it is unobtrusive and wrappers are properly disposed.  No other food or drink will be allowed.  No individual electronic devices will be allowed.

BE PRODUCTIVE!
Lots of class time will be given to work on homework assignments.  During this time I will be checking for understanding and answering questions, so please use it wisely!

In addition:

1.
Make-up tests will be given before or after school.  If you know you will be absent for a scheduled test, please make prior arrangements.  This includes absences for sporting events, field trips, college visits, etc.  

2.
Take notes!  No one can be expected to remember everything, and note-taking is an essential skill that connects thinking and doing.  Sample problems are a good idea.  So are the steps involved in  processes.

3.
Most assignments are given over a 2-3 day period, with the lesson presented the first day and the next day or 2 devoted to asking questions and completing the assignment. An assignment sheet will be posted in the classroom and on my web page at the beginning of each chapter.  Assignments will be graded on a 10 point basis, partially on effort and partially on accuracy.  Homework is due when the next lesson is started.  I am lenient on late work, but no homework will be graded after that chapter test is given.
4.
Each student will be responsible for a minimum of 2 homework problem presentations per quarter.  After everyone has done their 2, I will consider extra credit options.  Each presentation is worth 10 points, based on effort, accuracy, explanation and fielding questions.  I will announce ahead of time which problems may be presented—not all homework problems will qualify!!

5.
It is always an option to re-take a chapter test. Homework that is not turned in before the original test date will not be graded, but must be completed before a test can be retaken.  It is your responsibility to ask for a retest, and to come in to discuss the original test before a retest will be given.
6.
My grading scale is as follows:


Homework and pop quizzes will be 35% of your grade.



Presentations will be 5% of your grade.



Tests and announced quizzes will be 60% of your grade.
