To that end, the problem is first modeled mathematically by an equation, inequality, pattern, graph or other mathematical representation.  The model is then solved using algebra, trigonometry, logarithms or other process, and finally the solution is interpreted within the context of the problem.  PreCalculus will concentrate on the skills of advanced algebra functions, trigonometry functions and graphic solutions as they relate to solving problems.
