1 88.2% of Mulvane 12th Grade students completed the Kansas Communities That Care survey in 2009. 30.4% reported drinking 5 or more drinks in a row at least once in the past 30 days. Binge drinking is commonly defined as consuming 5 or more drinks in a row.
