Goal for the year:

Homework:
Homework will generally be assigned on a daily basis.  There will be two options for grading homework. Homework will be considered late if turned in after the school day is done and partial credit will be given.  There will be no credit given if turned in after the chapter test has been given.
Tests and quizzes:
Tests will be announced at least one week in advanced.  Quizzes may or may not be announced.  Partial credit will be awarded based on work shown.  Tests and quizzes may only be taken in pencil or dark pen.  If any other color is used, the student may be requested to retake the test or quiz.  If a student is absent on the day of the test or quiz they will have three days to make it up before or after school.
