1.4 ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

1.4.1 Gay Younkin, Special Education Director, shared information on changes to Medicaid. We will no longer be able to bill for attendant care. We will still provide those services but this will result in a financial loss to the district. We will only be able to charge a fee for service.
1.4.2 Don Pennington, Special Services Director, reported that he has started working on an ADA self evaluation of district facilities and practices. Upon completion, he will see where we stand and if we have any areas we need to focus on.
1.4.3 Tom Keil, Human Resources Director, reported that an early retirement committee has been formed and plans to meet on August 18th at 3:45 p.m. Mike Soetaert will help guide the group through possible alternative early retirement options. A custodial training was held today. We have fourteen new classified staff members and eleven new certified staff members. New teacher training is scheduled for August 10th. Open enrollment for health, dental, Section 125, etc will be held August 4th. Employee wellness efforts will continue for the 2010-11 school year with a 10,000 step/day challenge.

1.4.4 Brad Rahe, Superintendent, commended the efforts of the summer crews and directors for the nice job they have done to get the buildings and grounds ready to go.

1.5 MEA REPORT-Rachel Jansen reported that MEA has an officer luncheon scheduled for August 3rd. They plan to be at the New Teacher Orientation and Luncheon on August 10th to recruit members. Feedback was shared on why some of the certified staff members voted “no” on the contract.
