1.4 ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

1.4.1 Gay Younkin, Special Education Director, reported that the special education department has welcomed three new special education staff members, a new school psychologist, a school psychologist practicum student, and a new ECSE teacher. Special education staff participated in a Skyward special education module training.
1.4.2 Don Pennington, Special Services Director, had no report at this time. 

1.4.3 Barbie Hamlin, Mulvane Academy Principal, reported that they have had a great start to the year. They have 11 returning students and 9 new students-13 seniors, 4 juniors, and 3 sophomores. Everyone has been working really hard.

1.4.4 Raquel Charbonneau, Mulvane Grade School Principal, reported that they had a great start to the 2010-11 year. There are three new special education teachers at the building and Gay has been a great help transitioning these folks. The fifth grade teachers are using a new schedule that will help students transition to sixth grade. Fifth graders are following individual schedules in the morning and then finishing the day with their homeroom teacher. 
1.4.5 Jay Ensley, Mulvane High School Principal, reported that most of the kinks have been worked out as we start the year. There are approximately 615 students at the high school. The Green and White Scrimmage will be held on Friday with a Stuco dance to follow. 
1.4.6 Richard Hampton, Food Service/Maintenance Director, has gotten pricing for the ice machines. They came in cheaper and the price includes free delivery and set-up. The request for cooler bids will go out soon.
1.4.7 Brad Rahe, Superintendent, thanked the staff for all they did to make the first days of school go so well. We had a super start and are very lucky to have such great people. Enrollment numbers are at about 1879. This does not include the Drop-out Recovery Program. We are down about 26 students at the kindergarten level.
