Classroom Behavior Rules

1. RESPECT!

2. Come to class ready to work.
3. Keep hands, feet, books, objects to yourself.

9. No food or drinks in the art room.

10. If you need to work on a project more than the required time in class, you may stay after school as long as there is a teacher present and you have prior approval.

11.  I-Pods may be used in class. However, I am not responsible for broken or missing items.  (Bring at your own risk.)

12.  You MUST have an agenda filled out and signed in order to leave the classroom.  A sign out sheet must also be completed.

13. Absent students must have an admit in order to return to art.

14.  Out of seat when bell rings=tardy

Art Room Safety

In the art room, you will be required to use many materials and supplies that can be unsafe if you do not follow safety rules. The most common rules are common sense, ex.- no running, throwing items, leaning on stools, leaving messes, etc.  I will also be talking about safety rules for the different supplies that we will be using over the semester, so, make sure that you listen and follow these rules. Failure to do so may result in the inability to use or complete projects with provided supplies. 

Discipline Policy

RESPECT!  You need to remember that art is an elective class that is designed for learning and creating in a positive and safe environment.  We want to feel relaxed, yet create a quality product.  Self discipline is an art that must be learned while working on your art skills.  However, if a problem should arise, guidelines will be enforced to ensure structure for all students.  
Steps are as follows:
     1st step- verbal warning and/or student/teacher conference

     2nd step-30 minute detention after school/note sent home to parents

     3rd step-office referral

Grading Policy

You will be graded on every project you do.  Your project MUST be turned in on time unless there is a situation that I am aware of BEFORE the due date.  Otherwise,  you will be given a 0 for the assignment.  Remember, this class is an enjoyable class but not an easy A!  What you put into art class is what you will get out of art class.  Effort + Time = Results!
Art Room Dress Code

We will be doing several different projects that require bending and leaning over, sitting and standing, and working with messy materials.  You need to dress according to the assignment.  You may bring a paint shirt/apron to protect your clothes. Some of the mediums we will be using will not wash out, so DRESS APPROPRIATELY!

Tardies

Students are allowed 2 unpenalized tardies per semester.  If you are more than 5 minutes late, it is counted as absent.  Consequences for tardiness are as follows:
     3rd Tardy = 30 min. detention assigned and served by me in the art room.

     4th Tardy = Two hours of Saturday school.
