ABSENCES/TARDIES: the absentee and tardy policies in the student handbook will be strictly enforced.  An admit slip must be presented before the student can return to class.  After an absence, the student should present the admit slip to the instructor and obtain the assignment for the missed class.  It is the student’s responsibility
Discipline: Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.  The school discipline policies will be strictly enforced.  The teacher reserves the right to hold students before and/or after school in detention, as he deems necessary, to ensure the learning of all students. 
GRADING:  grades will be based on quizzes, vocabulary work, tests, projects, daily work and daily participation.  Grading scale will be as follows a = 100-90, b = 89-80, c = 79-70, d = 69-60, f = 59 and lower.  Grades will be determined from points attained during the grading periods.  Tests and projects will make up 55% of the grade while all other assignments will be worth 45%.   Semester finals are worth 15% of the semester grade.
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
