Procedures Contract 
General Expectations
1) Make sure that your name and hour are on all of the papers that you turn in.  I put papers without names in a clip on the front board.  If one is yours, put your name on it and hand it to me so that I can give you a grade for it.  On Fridays, those papers are recycled.

2) All work that is turned in for a grade must be in PENCIL!  I do not grade pen.  If you write in pen, I will give the assignment back to you to either recopy in pencil, or you will take a zero on that assignment.

3) You are required to write in complete sentences on essay questions.  I will count off ½ point on each answer not in a complete sentence and will write ‘c.s.’ next to the question so that you know why you were marked down. 
4) Coming to class without your materials, including a pencil, and not having your assignment complete will result in losing money through your Accountability Checking Account.

5) You are responsible for completing all work in your Interactive Science Notebook.  You will receive a grade on it at the end of each unit that we study, so keep up with it!
Bell Work
· Please look at the board when you enter the room.  It will tell you what to do while I am taking attendance.  Most days it will be vocabulary activities.

· Monday (or the first day of the week) – When the bell rings, fill out your agenda book for the entire week.  The assignments are at the top of the small whiteboard.  Any changes to this during the week will be made in purple marker on the days affected.
· Vocabulary:

· Tuesday – In Google Classroom, in Classwork, will be the template for the week’s vocabulary.  Add the week’s five vocabulary words to each word box along with their definitions in the ‘Definition’ box.
· Wednesday – Review your vocabulary words and draw a picture or find a picture online to insert in the ‘Illustrate’ box that will help you remember its definition.  Then, personalize the word by choosing a word or two from the definition that will help you remember it.  Highlight this word/words in the definition.  Sometimes these are called trigger words because they can 'trigger' your memory.
· Thursday – Review your vocabulary words and use each in a sentence that shows me that you understand its meaning.  Make sure to use the word in your sentence.  Type this in the ‘Sentence’ box.
· Friday – Review your vocabulary words and get ready for the quiz.

· You must make at least a 60% (you must get 3 correct out of 5).  If you do not get a 60%, you will retake it on the following Monday and each day after that until you get at least 3 correct.  Your grade will be a 60%.
