% Proof of income for the last 30 days for each adult household member ( DCF (formally known as SRS) cash & food
stamp forms, payroll check stub, etc.).

% Proof of address (something mailed to you in the last 30 days).

Have not applied for another holiday program
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Applicants must bring:

Proof of identification (photo 1.D.).

Proof of address (bill or letter mailed to home in the past 30 days).

Social Security cards or legal identification for every member in the family (including children).
First and last name of all family members living in the home and date of birth for each.

Proof of income for all members of the household for the past 2 months. (September & October).
Telephone or message number.

Be prepared to choose a date and time of distribution.
