*Steve Fry reported that the Service Center will be allowing the district to use the membership dues to offset professional development fees and other services. Donna noted that this is very helpful to the district.
1.4 ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

1.4.1 Kristi Franks, Mulvane Grade School Principal, reported that they are finishing NWEA testing. The third grade went to Cowtown last week. Fourth grade is planning on going to Chaplin Nature Center this week. May 17th will be 2nd Grade visit and Hot Dog Day. May 19th will be Field Day. The “Reading Counts” Beach Party will be held May 24th. 

1.4.2 Katherine Hensley, Special Education Director, reported that we are continuing to fill our open positions for 06-07. Mulvane is in the 3rd year of the Continuous Improvement Grant and have met the requirements. We have been notified that the CIM five-year cycle/process will no longer be utilized. We will be moving to a Targeted Performance Plan. DeAnne Heersche is helping us complete the required paperwork. We will be receiving $13,000 which is the same as last year. 

1.4.3 Traci Becker, Mulvane Middle School Principal, reported that students are finishing the NWEA testing. Kids are taking ownership in the tests/scores. Students who have met the “Reading Counts” criteria will be going to the zoo or skating rink. League track meet will be held at Goddard tomorrow. On April 26th, a League meeting was held. 5.0 ACTION ITEMS
5.1 Presentation and Consideration of the Following Items:

Proposed MRC Budget for 2006-07 and Resolution for Mill Levy

Mr. Clayton Bishop (MRC Director) reviewed the proposed budget for MRC for the 2006-07 fiscal year. The MRC Board of Directors and Mr. Bishop also requested consideration of a resolution to establish a new mill levy cap.    
Motion made by Bill Meitl to allow the publishing of a resolution asking for a 3 mil increase (total of 5.25 mils) for MRC. Second by Gregg Oblinger. Motion carried 5-2 with Kent Ott and Steve Fry opposed. Mr. Fry noted the concern that the MRC board would take full authorization of 5.25 mils every year rather than evaluating budget needs of anticipated programs to determine the actual mill levy amounts. 
Review of Low Bid for Mulvane Intermediate School and Mulvane Middle School Band Addition

Mr. Terry Wiggers reviewed the low bid for MIS and the MMS Band Remodels. Possible reductions and the estimated prices were discussed. The financial status of the total bond issue was also reviewed. 
Motion made by Kent Ott to approve the Alcon bid (including the value engineered recommendations) in the amount of $1,248,200 to include the base bid of $853,470 with Alternates: 1, 2A, 4, 7, and 9 for the Intermediate and MMS band addition. Alternate 4 and 7 will be paid by MRC. Second by Bill Meitl. Motion carried 5-2 with Steve Fry and Gregg Oblinger opposed.

Review of New Facility Weighting Budget Information
A review of the proposed impact on the budget to increase funds under the new facility weighting option was discussed. The Board also looked at the facility improvement projects and technology projects that are pending in the capital improvement plan for the district. These projections are estimates and will be finalized as student head count and the 06-07 assessed valuation becomes available. 
Motion made by Gregg Oblinger to increase the LOB to 25% for the purpose of gaining new facility weighting for 2 years. Second by Kent Ott. Motion carried 6-1 with Gregg Oblinger opposed.

5.2 Consideration of BRIDGES 2006-07

A review of the proposed program for BRIDGES was shared. Due to the individualized tutoring structure, arriving at a cost estimate was difficult. Counselors felt that students would attend 1-2 times a week on an average and would be arranged in groups of 1-3 per session. The program would serve an estimated 100 students weekly. An annual cost of $20,160 with revenue of $9,072 would result in a rough estimate of $11,088 for district expense.
Motion made by Steve Fry to approve the consideration of the Bridges Program for 06-07 (At-risk or LOB). Second by Ron Becker. Motion carried 7-0.
