B. Assessment

1. Grades will be based on weekly participation, homework, in-class assignments, projects, quizzes and tests. Assignments will be both in oral and written formats. 
2. No late work will receive full credit.
3. Neatness, spelling and grammar will be considered in the evaluation of student work. 
Tareas: Homework assignments include workbook pages, written assignments, worksheets, group presentations, participation activities, communicative activities, etc. Late work will be accepted with a penalty for being late.

Participación : Each student will earn 25 points of participation per week. These points must be earned in the following ways:

2. Answer Spanish with Spanish, but you can answer English with English. 
3. No Sleeping
4. Volunteer to give answers
Assessments:  There will be a quiz after each section of the chapter (vocabulario 1, gramatica 1, vocabulario 2, gramatica 2).  There will also be a test after the end of each chapter.
Exámenes Finales: Semester and end of the year finals will be cumulative. 

Cuaderno: You must have a 3 ring notebook by the second week of class. It should be at least one inch thick.  You will regularly take notes from your textbook.  All of your homework and handouts will be kept there.  Your notebook should contain the following sections:  1. Vocabulario  2. Gramatica  3. Cultura/Miscellaneous. 
Attendance & Make-up Work:  It is your responsibility to find out what you missed while you were absent. To make up a test or quiz you must schedule time to come in after school or during advisory.
