Aug. 23; Turner’s army 
dissembles after killing 55 
white men, women, and 
children. Turner disappears, 
an army is set out to bring 
him in.
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Oct. 30; Turner is captured 
after 70 days.

Nov. 1-4; Thomas Gray visits 
Turner and compiles “The 
Confessions of Nat Turner.”

Nov 5; At his trial Turner 
pleads his innocence found 
guilty as an insurgent and 
sentenced to hang.



Nov. 11; Turner is hanged, he 
hurries the hangman and 
dies at noon.
