Classroom Rules
1. Be in the classroom on time and prepared with all of your supplies.

2. Be responsible, respectful, and mature in your actions and words.

3. No pop or food unless given to you as a reward—by me! Gum and candy is allowed as long as I don’t hear it or see it and it does not become a distraction.  
4. Leave other people’s “things” alone…including mine.
5. Turn in your work on time…even if it is not complete.  A low score is far better than a zero!

What Happens If The Rules Are Broken?

The punishment always depends upon how serious the offense.

Most offenses will be dealt with between you and me following these steps:

· 1st time: warning

· 2nd time: private discussion with you, another team teacher, and myself regarding the problem

· 3rd time: mark on conduct card
· 4th time: a contact call to Mom &/or Dad regarding the problem 
Rules are in place so that all students have the right to learn, they feel safe, and they are treated as they deserve to be treated.  

Respect the rules and you will be a great success!
CLASSROOM GRADING GUIDELINES

Students will earn their grade in my class by completing assignments and taking tests from time to time.  I do not weight my assignments or tests.  At the end of the nine weeks, the student’s grade will be calculated by taking the amount of points they have earned divided the amount of points possible for the nine weeks.  I do not have extra credit points available for students to help boost their grade.  
They will need to be consistent throughout the grading period, making sure to turn in quality work and turn it in on time.  Most grading periods will consist of half the points being earned through assignments and half the points being earned on tests.
