Evaluation Process:  Grades include daily assignments, participation in class activities, vocabulary tests, unit tests, writing assignments, and reading and/or writing projects.  The student will also participate in all state and local assessments throughout the year.
Make-up work and Absences: If a student is absent, it is his/her responsibility to check with me about work they missed and make up the work in the allotted time. Please be sure to read the policy in the student agenda book on make-up work. This is the policy that will be followed.
